RISK ASSESSMENT FOR CLUB COURSES

The first phase of Risk Assessment (RA) was to cover all the courses used in Open Events. Except for a very small number this is now complete.

The second phase relates to club event courses. This was discussed and agreed at the National CTT AGM. Since a lot of club courses use Open Event courses, or parts of Open Event courses this is not as arduous as it seems. 

RISK ASSESSMENT HAS 2 PARTS

The first part of RA relates to assessing the course. This entails reviewing the road conditions ie round-a-bouts, road junctions and road surface. Where a risk is perceived then it must be included on the RA form. Detailed notes will be made available to assist in completing this task.

The second part relates to “On the Day RA”. As the name indicates this is completed on the day at the start of an event. A separate form must be used for this purpose, and must be completed for each event. 

WHAT NEEDS TO BE DONE?

Course RA

We will send the relevant Open Event RA documents to each club Racing/ Time Trail Secretary , either by e-mail or post. Also included will be a blank form for you to fill in as necessary. 

Where your club course is the same as an Open event (for example the Frome bypass, or the A38 Bristol Road) no action may be necessary. However you may wish to review and alter the number of specified marshals, since the events usually take place on a different day and at a different time. This is where local knowledge comes into play. Where changes are made then you must alter the RA document accordingly. This document then becomes specific to your club event on that course.

Where your club course uses a part of an Open event course then you will need to Risk Assess the remainder of the course. This must be added to the RA document to complete the course. You should also delete any irrelevant sections of the Open RA document. The course RA must be completed before an event is run on the course. No qualifications are required – all you need do is to be familiar with the guidance notes and apply local knowledge and common sense. Once you have completed a course RA please send a copy to me for my records.

On the Day RA

As part of your package you will find an “On the Day RA” form. A form must be completed for every event and should be kept with the relevant signing on sheet. There is no need to send it to me each week, just keep it with your club records. We will only require a copy if there is a problem.

SUMMARY

Although there is some effort required to set up the initial course RA, hopefully most club courses will be at least partially completed by existing Open RAs. Also, as you don’t need to send the On the Day RA, this minimises any additional workload.
