Left (SP Breadstone, Halmore, Purton) to Wanswell where left at give way sign to RAB with B4066, 2nd exit (SP Berkeley), at 2nd RAB take 2nd exit (SP Gloucester, Bristol, A38), to give way sign on A38. Left on A38 to complete circuit (10.6 miles).

Repeat circuit (17.2 miles) and continue north on A38 to Slimbridge RAB where turn and retrace past start to Stone. 
Finish at 2nd drain cover past Catherine Villa (white house next to garage) (GR684949) (25.4 miles).
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
